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MITCHELL, James Owen

James Owen Mitchell, second son of William Owen Mitchell, was born at Belvedere, near Brunswick
Junction on 29 January 1860. He worked on his father's farm until he rented a farm, 'Rocklands' at
Brunswick for three years during which time he married Rose Perrin on 13 August 1890. In 1892 he
moved to "Blackrock', Yarloop and lived there until his death on 5 December 1945 at the age of 85
years. His wife, Rose died 14 July 1940 at the age of 80 years.
